in Modesto — that’s right, all 12
months. Located at the heart of the
Central Valley, the endless rolling
hills of farmland and orchards are
the first indication that farm stand
culture is strong here. The roadside
wonders display full rainbows of
sweet, juicy, and crisp produce, ripe
and ready to eat. The Central Valley provides 30% of the
country’s vegetables and nearly 75% of the fruit and nuts,
but Modesto’s farm stands and local shops provide the fresh- 4.
